CareerSource Broward's COVID-19 Dislocated Worker Program provides temporary employment (up to 4 months)
for workers affected by the ongoing coronavirus pandemic. Disaster relief employment jobs will focus on
providing cleanup activities at public facilities and can also include positions that deal with moving, storing, and
distributing food, medicine, and other supplies, along with assessing the needs and providing assistance to 
individuals affected by the pandemic and more.

Eligibility*
• Must be living in Broward County, Florida (veterans and individuals with disabilities are encouraged to apply)
• Individuals who are temporarily or permanently laid off as a consequence of the coronavirus 
• Self-employed individuals who became unemployed or significantly underemployed as a result of COVID-19 
• Long-term unemployed workers; unemployed six out of the past 13 weeks
